Extra Credit 

 Social Studies

If you would like to earn up to 25 extra credit points in Social Studies, then you may do the following report.  You may only do one report per quarter.  You may not do more than one report on the same person.  You may use your Social Studies textbook, the internet, or library books to research your person.  Before you begin your report, make sure I have approved your person.

Assignment:

1. Choose a person from Ancient times and write a report on them.  Hint: If you are having trouble deciding on who to research then look in your Social Studies book.  In the beginning of each lesson there are names of famous people from that era.  You  may report on people not found in the Social Studies textbook.

2. Your report about your famous person has to be at least four paragraphs long.
3. In your report you must explain about the person’s background (childhood, education, marriage etc.) and why they are famous.  You may report on other areas about the person’s life.  Just make sure to have at least two of your four paragraphs on the required topics.

4. Include an illustration that relates to your person.  This can either be a picture of   the person themselves or a picture of something that relates to them.  For example, if your person invented something, you can include a picture of the invention.  You may either draw the illustration yourself or download a picture off the internet.

5. You may type or handwrite your report.

6. Staple your illustration to the back of the written part of your report.
